Can persons paying frequent visits
to hospitals because of diseases use
the product?

For safety, the massage wheels will possibly stop
upon a too large external force during use.

At this point, you need to adjust your sitting position, and don't
put your back completely on the backrest.(Pay attention to the
relevant precautions, especially when used by customer whose
weight is100 Kg or more.)

For safety, the product will stop upon an
obstruction or a too large force.

If all contents and buttons are flickering and the backrest or the
footrest has stopped, turn off the power supply and turn it on about
10 seconds later and then operate the product.

If the head is not in contact with the headrest, or the back is not
in contact with the backrest, the shoulder position in body type
detection will possibly be lower than the actual position. Sit in the
deepest position of the product, lean your head on the headrest
and operate from the beginning again.
